For Whom:  Any student who failed Spanish 111 and needs to recover credit required for graduation; or
for any student who wants to take Spanish 11 for the first time in order to gain additional
credits.

Course Requirements:

1. Tuition of $350.00 is due the last day of the school year, May 29, 2007. (Make checks payable to All

Saints Episcopal School.)

2. Attendance is very important. One (1) day of summer school is equivalent to one (1) or more weeks of
the regular school year. A student who misses three (3) or more hours of instruction will not receive
credit regardless of reason. This includes excused absences, unexcused absences, and tardies. The
tuition is non-refundable.

3. In order to receive one full credit for Spanish 111, the student must maintain a 70 average in the course.
This average will consist of tests, quizzes, daily grades, and oral grades. There will be an end-of-course
exam. The student must score a 70 or better in the exam to receive credit for Spanish I11 on his/her
transcript.

4. There will be zero tolerance for infractions of the rules in the classroom. No student will be allowed to
behave in a way that interferes with instruction.

5. Dress code is to be followed as stated in the Student Handbook (NO EXCEPTIONS). A student will be
sent home and docked the time from the three (3) hours allowed to be missed during summer school.

6. Total tuition is non-refundable if the student is dismissed for non-attendance or for a major discipline
infraction.
